according to Freud the pleasure derived from nonsense (Lust am Unsinn) as manifested in wit and word-
play reflects the economical vocation of the psychic apparatus and its tendency to obtain pleasure from 
its own processes. exploring the function of nonsense in the dialectic between primary and secondary 
processes and the function of equivocation proper to lalangue, this workshop will address the “coales-
cence,” as lacan terms it, between sexual reality and language in the subject of the unconscious.

beyond Freud and laCan: a neW theory oF the Father

Freud saw the father as central to subjective structure from Totem and Taboo on. in his rereading of 
Freud’s theory of the father, lacan progressively elaborates a notion of the father that is no longer a refer-
ent, but rather a signifier or signifying structure. returning to lacan’s reading of Freud, this workshop 
will elaborate upon this articulation. Within this context, we will analyze dietary practices and rituals (in 
particular, those of the Jewish religion) and their link with the idea of The Book as the founding force of a 
particular social group.

although obsessional neurosis has been replaced by isolated aspects of its symptomatology in the current 
diagnostic terminology, it has perhaps never been so present as in the contemporary world. returning to 
the extensive discussion of the topic in Freud and lacan, this workshop will study the particular structure 
of obsessional neurosis and its current manifestations.

Freud wrote Civilization and Its Discontents in 1929, a time when the clash between enlightenment 
and anti-enlightenment worldviews was growing increasingly pronounced. While Cassirer, Jaspers and 
thomas mann upheld the enlightenment tradition, ludwig klages and alfred rosenberg probed the anti-
rational, foreshadowing the end of the Weimar republic. this workshop will explore how the writings of 
this pivotal year help explain why lacan’s return to Freud will be articulated through an engagement with 
heidegger’s existentialism rather than that of sartre.

listening, a particular understanding of psychic temporality as well as a particular modality of interven-
tion in the transference through scansions and cuts. studying the specificity of the analytic act and the 
nature of its transmission, this workshop will explore how clinical practice and transmission are deter-
mined by one and the same cut and what links them is their method.
